Intel made its first appearance at SIGGRATH's (Special Interest Group on Computer Graphics and Interactive Techniques) annual conference. The company used its appearance to showcase its 82786 graphics coprocessor, the 82716 graphics display controller and the 80287 numerics coprocessor.

Intel scored a marketing coup and generated a lot of interest at SIGGRAPH by giving away squeegies for cleaning car windows advertising the fact that "Intel does Windows." The 82786 graphics coprocessor could support windowing — the creation of distinct viewing areas within a display — and anyone who got a squeegie was unlikely to forget that.

The 82786 was capable of stunning screen displays by the standards of the time, a capability Intel was eager to show off
