The FaxSwitcher II was a device to automatically switch landline telephone calls to the appropriate subsidiary device, thereby relieving anybody at the receiving end from having to manually switch or provide multiple landlines. The subsidiary devices could include a telephone, a FAX machine, a telephone answering machine, and an unspecified auxiliary device such as a data modem, all via standard RJ-11 connectors. The FaxSwitcher II answered calls then listened for the incoming tone or pulse code and switched accordingly. It could be programmed for user-specified ring counts and access codes.
