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that she will, if successful, reside within a suitable
distance from the Post Office, either with her
parents or guardians, or with relations or friends
approved by such parents or guardians.

6. Persons holding situations in the Civil
Service will not be eligible unless they produce
to the Civil Service Commissioners the written
permission of the authorities of their Department
to attend the Examination, dated before the com-
mencement of the competition.

" 7. Application for permission to attend an
Examination must be made at such times and in
such manner as may be fixed by the Civil Service
Commissioners.

8. A fee of 3s. will be required from every
Candidate attending the Examination.
